Xamime file dependence reference

Detailing of various files used during the Xamime filtering process
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xamime.cfg - Main configuration file, location specified from Xamime commandline
filetype.spec - Filetype signature database (generated from filetype.list)

db.conf - Logging database configuration file (if configured)

xamime.licence - Xamime licence file

postfix.conf - Postfix access configuration file (if applicable)

acls/acl.meta - ACL meta file (index file for all current ACLS)

prefilter.conf - Details which file to execute for the prefiltering process
This file is edited via the XMAdmin interface.

Spam-filtering, black/white listing and such process are often
performed with the prefilter.

acls/*/acl - ACL record files, containing the rules to apply against
the supplied email.

acls/*/mailsender - program which is used to report to the sender
of the email that their email was blocked.

acls/*/mailreceiver - program which is used to report to the receiver
of the email that their email was blocked.

acls/*/mailadmin - program which is used to report to the administrator
that the email was blocked.

groups/* - If a group file is used rather than an email address / domain

for the ACL name, then the group file will be located in the groups
directory. The filename will always be the group name specified in the ACL
with a .group suffix and the # prefix removed, ie;

ACLname: #mygroup will become ./groups/mygroup.group

postfilter.conf - Details which file to execute for the postfiltering process
Often this is used to invoke statistics record keeping and/or additional
cleanup proceedures.
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
